The creators of Pinterest started the website for a
place to organize and share things you love. Imagine
Pinterest as spreading out all your favorite photos on
the table, separating them into categories and pin-
ning them up on different bulletin boards around your
house. That's essentially what Pinterest is — except
digital — and with a lot more inspiration from your
friends. Let’s start with a vocabulary lesson:

PIN: A pin is a photo on Pinterest. You can upload your
own pins (photos from your computer) or you can find
a photo you like on a website and pin it to your Pinter-
est page.

BOARD: A board is a collection of pins.
FOLLOWING: You can choose people that you want to
follow. After choosing to follow someone, their boards
will appear on your homepage so you can draw inspi-
ration from the photos they share.

REPIN: While browsing pins on other boards, you can
press the repin button and choose one of your own
boards to pin it to.

You can also invite
friends that aren’t on Pinterest yet. You can find friends
to invite through your Facebook, Twitter or typing in
their email address.
